 English Online Assessment for children from grades 

prep to 2 has commenced.  This is a government 

requirement and involves about 45 minutes 

individual testing time, so it is challenging for schools 

to accommodate that given no additional support is 

provided for teacher coverage. 
 

Reports back have 

all been positive.  Remember you will not be doing 

your child any favours if you don’t allow them to 

participate regularly.  A small problem will become a 

big problem in years to come.  
 

KidzRock was again a great, fun, fast moving evening.  

160 children attended, many from other schools in the 

area. This time our Parents Club operated the canteen, 

so funds were raised for the school.  Thanks go to all 

the parents and teachers who made this possible.   
 

Araluen is hosting three student teachers from Latrobe 

University. They hail from Mildura and are here as part 

of the Country Connections program designed to attract 

young teachers to rural areas. Araluen is a training 

school.  Many teachers learn their craft from our 

experienced teachers. 
 

At Araluen we work very hard as a team to make sure 

every child gets the very best start possible.  This is 

why we have small prep grades.  We want the basics 

to be firmly in place.  When the children move into the 

1 /2 area we continue to provide extra support.  Mrs 

Wilde works with small groups with literacy tasks.   

 Mrs Stagg is our reading recovery teacher and works 

one to one with selected Grade One children for twenty 

weeks usually.   Mrs Duncan and Mrs Frasca are also 

reading recovery trained, and they have each been 

working with Grade 1 /2 children, giving extra support, 

during time when they do not have their own grades.  

Added to this, Mr Evers and Miss Anderson work with a 

child from each other’s grade while their own grade is at 

music. Sometimes children respond well to another 

person’s approach.  
 

Mr Downes and I hear children read too. They like to 

impress us, and we like to know where each child in the 

school is at.  
 

Another exciting program we have in place is the Fast 

ForWord Program.  We are trialling this with five 

children from across all levels of the school. It is aimed 

at children for whom traditional methods have not been 

so successful.  Mrs Stagg is our resident expert for that 

program. 

So you see, we take a team approach to teaching our 

children, something unique to Araluen. We go the extra 

mile in seeing that each child gets the best learning 

possible before difficulties arise.  
 

The Grade 5/6 Campers have returned from Ballarat. 

Such a lot of learning took place on this camp, 

something that will form the basis for work for the rest 

of the term. Congratulations to everyone.  
 

A Literacy Coach, who visited us recently as part of 

the University of Melbourne project, commented that 

she was very impressed with the level of explicit 

teaching she witnessed in the senior school.   She said 

she was a Year 12 English teacher, and our children are 

well placed to understand the terminology and skills 

required at that level. It’s always nice to hear and share 

comments like this from people who know.
