Monitor their use of video and computer games

Video games are incredibly popular and give a sense of
great mastery, challenge and involvement.  Boys
particularly use video games in a social way. It is
important to realise that the use of video and computer
games is not completely passive.

Too much playing of these games can be negative.
These games can be so compelling they become
addictive. While some games require quite intricate
problem solving, the skills learned on these games do
not appear to readily transfer into other arenas of life.
Very few of the games require creative problem solving
or an opportunity to be an active participant in
determining a story line.

Some exposure to computer games is good. Too much,
though, can be toxic. Sadly, there is no research that
tells us what the right amount of time spent on computer
games should be so you'll need to think about the
balance of your child’s life and their range of activities
and interests.
